AFFIANT, being first duly sworn, deposes and says:

1.
There are no issues of material fact as to my medical use of marijuana.

2.
I am a resident of Stevens County, WA; I have been diagnosed as HIV positive.  

3.
Dr. Yyyy, D.O., is one of my physicians.  He has diagnosed me as being HIV positive.

4.
Dr. Yyyy advised me of the potential benefits and the potential risks of using medical marijuana to treat the symptoms of my medical condition.

5.
Dr. Yyyy advised me that the benefits of using medical marijuana would likely outweigh the potential risks.

6.
Dr. Yyyy has provided me with a signed, written statement stating that the benefits of using medical marijuana would likely outweigh the potential risks.

7.
Smoking the bud of the marijuana plant provides me relief from the symptoms of my illness and the side effects of my other medications.

8.
Other marijuana substitutes, such as Marinol, do not offer me relief from these symptoms and side effects.

9.
Medical marijuana has been the most effective treatment available to me for the stimulation of my appetite to prevent severe weight loss, and relief from nausea.

10.
On July 9, 2004, law enforcement officers came onto my property and seized twenty-five marijuana plants.

11. 
I used those plants to provide myself with a personal supply of marijuana to be used for medicinal purposes only.

12.
The smoked “bud” of the marijuana plant is the only part of the plant that is of medicinal value to me.

13.
At the time that the plants were seized there were no “buds” on the plants.

14.
The amount seized was a zero-day supply of medical marijuana.

15.
When the plants were seized I provided the law enforcement agents with my medical marijuana card from Dr. Sharp.

16.
The law enforcement officials ignored the statement from my physician.

17.
The marijuana plants seized from my home were exclusively for my own benefit in the treatment of my illness.
