AFFIANT, being first duly sworn, deposes and says:

1.
I am a physician licensed under chapter 18.57 RCW.

2.
Xxxx is a patient of mine; he has been diagnosed as HIV positive.

3.
In February of 2002, Mr. Xxxx and I discussed the risks and benefits of the medical use of marijuana.

4.
I advised that the benefits of the medical use of marijuana would likely outweigh the health risks for Mr. Xxxx.

5.
In Mr. Xxxx’s case it has always been my professional opinion that the potential benefits of the medical use of marijuana would likely outweigh the potential health risks.

Mr. Xxxx receives medical benefits from smoking the bud of the marijuana plant that alternative treatments cannot provide.  Of immediate importance to Mr. Xxxx is the stimulation of the appetite that is caused by smoking the marijuana.  Severe weight loss is one of the more dangerous symptoms of HIV-AIDS; the medical use of marijuana treats this condition more effectively than alternative treatments.

The medical use of marijuana involves smoking the “bud” of the marijuana plant; a plant with no buds on it constitutes a zero-day supply of medical marijuana for this patient.
